Have you done any stringer R/R if so how did you go about it? I have some ideas on how to remove and replace it and use CPES from the Rot Doctor. I was surprised when I removed the floor and saw no ribs - just stringers. I'm hoping that the area under the one piece cuddy forward is not rotten. I think the main thing is to focus on the structure of the boat and get it right first before the cosmetic stuff. Any Nautaline that has had water standing in it for a long period of time has this. Outdrive boats have the most transom rot.
