It is the piece that is between the shifter lever and the shifter bar that the cable connects to on the side of the out drive.2 Make shre that there is some freeplay in the clutch adjustment 3 The splines wear out on the connecting shaft in the clutch plate and this results in "no drive"  foreward or reverse.Call Me 251-968-3903 I will be back thursday evening.============================================================================
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
