You may have lost ignition advance2. Carb problemSuggestion: You can swap carbs in a half hour to see if problem moves. If it doesn't it's fuel supply or ignition related. Clean your filters.Do you have points or electronic ignition. If points, and everything seems right swap out the resistor.Make sure you back feed us what you find as we all can learn.============================================================================
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
