If your electrical panel will accept a GFI breaker put in a regular receptacle and a GFI breaker in the panel.  This will prevent a spark hazard in the bilge/engine compartment if the breaker trips.  Another suggestion would be to connect a regular  receptacle to an existing GFI receptacle.  You probably have one in your head.NOTE: If your bilge/engine compartment is damp you can expect nuisance trips. If your going to plug in your charger to this receptacle you might want to pass on the GFI.I had all my outside receptacles tied together on my last house.
