I have removed the steering control bar and it has taken quite an effort just to get the rutters to turn.  I have been pounding on the top of the rutter just to force it down with no luck.  It's not budging at all!  On your posting, you stated there were 2 "zerks".  Are these grease fittings?      Because there are one grease fitting on the side of each tube.  Mind you that this boat has been in brackish water for 7 years. Maybe I will try heating them up with a torch and see if they will come lose.
