Because many of these boats have negative value and cost a lot of money to dispose of. Be careful. Wood structural  repairs of this nature usually cost more than the boat is worth.
Many fiberglass boats have a lot of wood in the construction. The rotting of the wood is the chief reason for their eventual demise.
The wood doesn't dry rot it rots from moisture that was constant over a long period of time.============================================================================
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
