The port motor is better but oil fouls number 1 cylinder after 1 1/2 hour of run time and just hits 4000 rpm while the other does 4150. I actually have two issues. one: I am not sure of the true RPM. The boat has three RPM "devices". There are the two round Tachs, and ensign digital that shows both RPM and sync and a small guest sync meter. So I sync the engines with the ensign, the round tach shows the port @300 rpm faster. The sync meter shows the port as slow. So in my postings I assume the ensign is the most accurate and the port engine truly turns less RPM. If the round tachs are correct than the power output on port is fine. Issue two is of course the oil burning and fouling plug. I will take your advice at least for this summer. In my experience when a Chevy is fouling plugs the valve seal is bad.
