I was wondering whether there was a check valve or something that I could not see. The ports are on the starboard side below the galley window. I tried to send a picture but I'm no better at the computer than at remodeling houseboats. My shower, wet bar, and bathroom sink all drain through ports on the starboard side at about mid ship. The galley drain is on the port side. (doing this from memory but I think this is correct) All are well above the waterline and easily visible. I don't think it is dual voltage because it has a regular 40 watt light bulb, and the other bulb looks like a car tail light bulb that's marked 75 watt, 125 volt on the socket. The fixture is a 6'' dome light that I think works off a switch.
