You need to check for your state's requirements 50burnscraft============================================================================&#146;71 BurnscraftPosted by Vic Willman - 2006/12/28 02:13_____________________________________Keith, I haven't seen an answer to your original question about two sets of electrical breakers.  No doubt, they're for the two electrical systems on the boat:  1) AC (shore power) system, and 2) DC (12 volt battery-powered) system.
