It would seem the liner may also help substantially with the electrolosis problems many people report with steel hulls...any thoughts or experiences on this? The sacramento river leads to the delta then the vellejo bay and then off to San Fran bay (for the most part these are "protected waters" if ya watch the reports) so salt water is going to be encountered on a fairly consistent basis, yet the last leg home is about 25 miles of fresh water (sac river) as we head up current to sacramento, thus providing a "washout" if ya will, of the hull and engine cooling system============================================================================Re: spray on coatingsPosted by SevenSlider - 2007/06/01 15:22_____________________________________I would definately do this if I didn't sell my steel hull boat, and if I was planning on keeping it for a while. After this is done, then I wouldn't hesitate a bit to beach the boat frequently.    I got some feedback from a Line-X dealer regarding my request for Spraying the Hull, this is what he said: "We have experience with this kind of project...We have had what I would consider above average results. The cost would be in the $5000 - $6000 range. I would only spray one color and it would require a special primer application. Yes the boat could be beached but not rammed nor would it be warranted against running into under water obstruction.
